Rural Business Energy Efficiency Grant Program
Program Description
The Rural Business Energy Efficiency Grant Program has been established by MARBIDCO to help agricultural operations and other resource-based businesses to install equipment or make operational improvements that reduce the consumption of energy. Dairy and poultry operations typically use large amounts of electricity and/or natural gas (or propane) in their operations, as do other types of food and fiber processors. The goal of this program is to help rural businesses to reduce energy consumption while at the same time to increase profitability. This program facilitates the purchase of equipment or technology related to lowering business-related energy consumption.  A copy of a report provided by a qualified third-party energy audit consultant is required to be submitted with the application.

Under this program, businesses may apply for a grant up to 10% (not to exceed $5,000) of the cost of purchasing and installing equipment or technology related to lowering business-related energy consumption.

10% of cost, not to exceed $5,000
Third-Party Energy Audit:
Required.
Equipment Purchase:
Proof of equipment or technology purchase must be submitted prior to 


disbursement of grant funds.

All applications must be submitted by the applicant.  Cooperative extension agents, county agricultural marketing officials, and other business professionals may assist in the development of applications.
